Blaine Wrestling Association
By-Laws

Article I - NAME
The name of the organization shall be called the Blaine Wrestling Association
Article II – PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVE
Section I


This corporation is organized and shall be operated exclusively for charitable and educational purposes permitted by Section 170©(c)(2) and 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954.  Within the framework and limitations of the foregoing, this corporation is organized and shall be operated exclusively to engage in, advance, support, and promote instructions in the sport of wrestling to students attending, but not limited to, the Blaine High School, and all middle schools and elementary schools within the Blaine High School boundaries.  All funds whether acquired by gift, contribution or otherwise, shall be devoted to said purposes.
All references in these Articles of Incorporation to sections of the Internal Revenue Code of 19856 include any provision thereof adapted by future amendments thereto and cognate provisions in the future Internal Revenue Codes to the extent such provision are applicable to the Corporation

Section II


To organize as members, parents and interested parties, for the purpose of supporting the Blaine Wrestling High School program, and all youth programs and clubs sponsored by the Blaine Wrestling High School program.

Article III – OFFICES

The registered office of this organization shall be TBD
Article IV – MEMBERSHIP AND DUES
Section I


A) Non-Voting Members: Any person under the age of 18 years who resides within the attendance boundaries for Blaine High School and the children of voting members


B) Voting members: any of the following who request membership; The parents or legal guardians of any non-voting members; the coaches selected by this organization, coaches employed by District 11 to work in the Blaine High School attendance boundaries, and any interested party with a desire to support Blaine Wrestling and all Blaine youth wrestling organizations

Section II – Membership Dues


Dues, if any, shall be determined by the Board of Directors

Section III


Only members shall have the right to vote and hold office in the Blaine Wrestling Takedown Club.

Article IV - MEETINGS
Section I 


Meetings of this booster club will be held in conjunction with start and end dates of winter wrestling season.  Exact dates will be determined by the Board of Directors

Section II – Special Meetings


Special meetings may be called by the Blaine Wrestling Association president, executive board, or by petition filed with the president of a member of the executive board, signed by a minimum of one-third of the Booster Club membership.  The petition shall state the nature of the business to be conductions at the especial meeting

Section III 


Business of the Booster Club may be conducted at any meeting of the Booster Club subject t the following


A. The motion is made at a regular scheduled meeting and voted on at either the same or the next regular scheduled meeting

Article V  - OFFICERS, NOMINATIONS, and ELECTIONS

Section I (Officers)
The officers of this Booster Club shall be: president, president-elect, immediate past-president, recording secretary, and secretary treasurer.  The voting board of directors shall consist of the 5 officers described above, as well as three at-large board members to form a voting board of seven total members.  Each of the three at-large board members will be represented by one member from the youth program (PreK-5th), one member from the middle school program (6th-8th grade) and one member from the high school program (9th – 12th grade).  Board members may hold a term of no more then three consecutive years.  
Section II (Board Terms)
Officers, not including the president, shall be elected to a two-year term of office which term commences immediately upon election and continues until their successors enter upon their duties.  The President shall undergo a 3 year team, one year as president-elect, one year as president, and one year as immediate past-president.  A board member may serve two years as an officer in one particular position, or three years in the case of a president, and be nominated for another two year term in another officer position or at-large board position.  Should an at-large board member be a parent of a wrestler moving from youth to middle school, or middle school to high school, that board member may take the seat of the at-large at the respective age group, as long as all three groups are represented by at-large board members.

Section II (Nominations)
Nominations for Officers and Board Members shall be made at the annual meeting of the Booster Club.  A nomination committee may be appointed to make nominations, but whether or not such nomination committee is used, nominations shall be permitted from the floor at the nomination meeting.  If a nomination committee is used, the President-Elect shall chair the nomination committee,  All regular elections shall be conducted no earlier then April 1st for the following year.  At-large board members should represent their respective group (youth, middle school, or high school) for the season following their nomination.  
Example: Parent of child who is in 5th grade may only be nominated for the middle school at-large seat for the summer and following season.
Section IV  
Officers shall be elected by secret ballot vote, and the balloting shall be conducted so as to afford all members an opportunity to vote.  At least fifteen days advance notice shall be given the membership prior to holding the election.
Section V 
Vacancies in office shall be filled for the remainder of an unexpired term by the president.  In the event of a vacancy in the office of president, the president-elect shall become president.

Article VI – DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section I

The President shall:



a. Preside at all meetings of the Booster Club



b. Countersign all checks drawn against the funds of the Booster Club

The President Elect shall:



a. Assist the president in the work of the president’s office.
b. In absence of the president, or in the president’s inability to serve, preside at all meetings and perform all duties otherwise performed by the president
c.  Chair the Nomination Committee if it is used

The Immediate Past President shall:

a. Preside at all meetings and perform all duties of the president in the absence of the President or President Elect
b. Mentor the President and Vice-President and provide historical perspective on issues as they arise.
c. Oversee and present to the Board the results of the annual audit of the Booster Club’s finances

The Recording Secretary shall



a. Keep an accurate record of the proceeding of all membership meetings

b. Carry on the official correspondences of the Booster Club, except as otherwise directed by the executive board.



c. Perform other such duties as the executive board may require


The Secretary-Treasurer Shall



a. Receive all receipt for all the monies of the Booster Club

b. Deposit all monies so receive in the name of the Booster Club in insured banks or credit unions selected by the executive board.


c. Prepare and sign checks for such purposed as are required by and authorized by the membership or the executive board.

d. Keep an accurate record of receipts and disbursements and shall at general membership meetings submit to the membership a monthly operating statement of the financial transactions of the Booster Club since the previous meetings.  Receipts and disbursements report shall cover all funds of the Booster Club.

e. Act as custodian of all properties of the Booster Club

f. Prepare a compilation of budgets submitted by officers and committees for an annual budget for approval by the executive board and then the membership.  Each budget shall contain itemized estimated receipts and expenditures
g.  Prepare for and respond to annual outside audit of the Booster Club’s finances
Article VII – DUTIES OF COMMITTEES


General: It shall by the duty of each committee chairperson to coordinate the activities of his/her committee with the program of other committees and the Booster Club through the president.
Article VIII – CORPORATION FISCAL YEAR


The fiscal year shall be determined by the Board of Directors.  Following the determination of the fiscal year, the By Laws will be amended.
Article IX – Annual Audit and Budget

A. Annual Audit

a. An annual audit of the prior year’s budget expenses and income shall be performed (If we decide to do this, we should define it more – Just my suggestion.  The results of the audit and the budget shall be presented to the general membership of the Booster Club at the Annual meeting.  This document will be e-mailed to the general membership one week in advance of the Annual Meeting.
