Pre Registration
Entry: Entry fee of $18.00 per style per wrestler.  All wrestlers MUST have a current (2008) USA Wrestling 
athlete’s card.  All wrestlers MUST be pre-registered.

Admission Prices: 
Adults - $14 for all sessions, or $8 – Friday, $8 – Saturday,  $4 - Sunday
Students & Seniors - $7 for all sessions, or $4 – Friday, $4 – Saturday, $2 -Sunday
Coaches are required to purchase admission tickets

Individual Awards:  Awards for 1st through 6th places.

Rules: The rules of FILA, with current USA Wrestling modifications where applicable will govern the event and the 
competition.

Uniforms: Red and blue singlets or red/blue reversible singlet with underbriefs required. Singlets should be 
predominantly one (red or blue) color. The use of headgear is required for Kids Divisions and permitted and 
encouraged for Cadets.

Weigh-ins: Wrestlers must wear a singlet for skin checks and weigh-ins. No exceptions.

Pairings: 
For the State Greco Tournament, we will only be separating wrestlers from the same Sanctioned Clubs.
For the State Freestyle Tournament, we will have 3 levels of wrestlers that will be separated from each other, with 
priority going to Level 1, then Level 2 and then Level 3.  All other wrestlers will fill in the blank spots in the bracket 
(randomly by the computer).

 Level 1 – wrestlers who placed 1st at the 2007 State Freestyle Tournament in the same age group
 Level 2 - wrestlers who placed 2nd or 3rd at the 2007 State Freestyle Tournament in the same age group
 Level 3 - wrestlers who placed 1st, 2nd or 3rd at the 2007 State Freestyle Tournament in a different age 

group
Wrestlers from the same Sanctioned Clubs will also be separated from each other.
If you move up a weight from where you pre-registered at, you will lose your Level (you will not be seeded).
Note:  It may not always be possible to separate everyone in these criteria (it depends on how many wrestlers are 
in the bracket).  

Coaching:  All Coaches must have a current (2008) USA Wrestling Coaches card and be a minimum of 
USAW/NCEP Copper level certified.  Coaches cards may be obtained through the MN/USA Wrestling website 
(www.mnusawrestling.org).
